regulator. Install the regulator in the air line. Before you place the regulator into service for the
first time, turn the Regulator Knob
counterclockwise to relieve the tension on the
Range Spring. To operate the regulator, slowly turn
the knob in a clockwise direction until it reaches the
required set pressure. For more information, see
Figure 1.

The Model 4100A is a high-flow, low pressure,
non-bleeding regulator that precisely controls a set
pressure.

The Inlet and Outlet ports are labeled “In”
and “Out”. Tighten all connections securely.
Avoid undersized fittings that will limit the flow
through the regulator. For more information,
see Figure 1.




Maintenance

To clean the Model 4100A, use the following steps:

1. Shut off system pressure to the regulator to
prevent air from escaping. It is not necessary to
remove the regulator from the air line.

2. Remove the four Screws and Washers (between
ports) from the bottom of the unit. For more infor-
mation, see Figure 2.

3. Remove the Inner Valve Assembly. For more

information, see Figure 2.
